

Frequently Asked Questions

What if I’m looking for a team to play on? 
SoCo does not place individuals on teams or put teams together. You can put your own team together through your school, friends, or a team (like YMCA) that you already play on.  Click on the “free agents” link on our homepage to learn how to find a team and use the SoCo bulletin board.    

What if I’m looking for players to fill out my team? 
Check the bulletin board on the home page to see if there are any players looking for a team.

Can I add players to my roster after the deadline?  How? 
Yes, you can add players after the deadline. Simply print out the “players on an existing team form” off of our homepage, fill it out and have the guardian sign it, then mail it to SoCo or deliver it to a SoCo representative at a game site.  Any additional players must be added prior to the 5th game played.

How does the end of season tournament work? 
The end of season tournament is a single elimination tournament.  Teams are seeded according to their regular season standing.  Tie breaker rules are stated on the “rules” page of the website.

Can our team have special schedule considerations? 
Please do not ask for any special scheduling considerations.  The only considerations given are to coaches who have multiple teams playing in SoCo.

What about practice time for my team? 
Each team is responsible for their own practice and practice facility.

Does SoCo provide insurance for facilities? 
SoCo will provide liability insurance for facilities at which your team practices and plays.  Please contact SoCo if you need to provide your facility with proof of insurance.  

What size ball is used for the younger boys?
If there is a separate 4th grade boys division (not combine with 5th grade boys) the 4th grade teams will use a youth size ball.  If the 4th grade and 5th grade division is combined (typically in the fall) the kids will use a regular boys sized ball.
